We will be celebrating World Nursery Rhyme week (13th -17th November). 
Singing nursery rhymes to and with children can help develop their language and communication skills. The repetition of words and ideas is important for early brain development. Rhymes and repetition can support the development of early memory and kick-start the practice of listening and speaking which are the foundations for later skills of reading and writing. 

Please help develop your child’s skills further by encouraging simple activities at home and whilst out and about. This could range from singing your child’s favourite nursery rhymes, reading a book together and talking about it. For example what might happen next? Why do you think this happened? 

The children will also be going on an Autumn walk to collect leaves and learn about the changes in the environment.
